To be eligible for a grani:

The activity must provide recreational or cullural service to the community,
The sponsoning organization must be based on Gabriola Island.

The sponsoring organization must be not-for-profit or must donate any profits to a
community venture deemed worthy by the Gabriola Recreation Society.

Money granted by the Gabriols Recreation Socicty must be used for a specific project
and cannot be used for an organization’s ongoing activilies or for payment of salanes for
on-going employees (this does not include honorariums).

Depending on circumstances, the applicant may receive less than the requested amount.
Conflicts of interest: Any potential conflict of interest by a member of the commission
must be announced. IF the other members of the grants commiltee consider that there is a

conflict, the interested committee member muest physically remove himherself from the
discussions.

Recipient Ohligation:

The Gabriola Recrention Society (GRS) will reguire a written, financial report within 3
months of the planned’stated completion date of a project/event, including written
receipls.
